STORAGE AND VOLATILITY

Market prices are the outcome of the interplay between demand and supply. By nature, the
production of agriculture commodities is dependent on external circumstances as weather and
the condition of the soil. This makes grain production inherently volatile across the year, whereas
consumption of staple foodstuffs is more or less constant. This seasonality seems to inhibit the
application of the classical supply and demand model, in this instance, when supply exceeds
demand during harvest and vice versa during the non-harvest season. However, commode-ties
can be traded and stored: by this means supply is guaranteed throughout the whole year. Both
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trade and storage are built on the concept of excess supply and demand. Spatial and inter-temporal
arbitrageurs (in the following denoted as traders and stockholders) purchase the excess production
which is the difference of production and consumption (during harvest season) and supply it to
the market whenever it is demanded (e.g. during non-harvest season). Thus, in the market clearing
equilibrium stocks, imports, and production must equal consumption and market demand. Storage
links prices over different time periods and explains the high autocorrelation observed from actual
price data. Abrupt and large price changes are attributed to change in market fundamentals. This
is on the one hand caused by inflexible supply responses in the short run which are not capable
of absorbing price shocks quickly. On other hand demand for staple foodstuffs is highly price
inelastic and price shocks do not reduce demand in order to bring equilibrium prices down.

Storage costs including deterioration and interest are unlikely to vary significantly in the short
run. Therefore, their impact on annual price volatility is limited. On the contrary, trade costs change
rapidly and affect price levels as well as volatility. Trade costs, exchange rate, international prices,
past realization of prices, and demand side factors can be measured in volatility terms as their
impacts can be assumed to be symmetric.

PREVIOUS RESEARCH

Apart from natural price dynamics, international commodity prices have recently been declared
more volatile as prices change more rapidly and peaks reach extraordinary levels after a period of
relative calmness since the 1970s. There is a large body of literature that deals with the food crisis
in 2007/2008, its causes and consequences, and food price volatility in general. A broad consensus
exists that a single cause has not led to the extreme price spikes. To some extent international
and domestic price determination is interlinked, albeit international prices exhibit much less
seasonality than domestic prices. The following paragraphs describe potential causes of domestic
price development and present related empirical literature.

SUPPLY SIDE FACTORS

The centerpiece of the competitive storage model is the stochasticity of production since
supply shocks are generally considered as the main cause for agricultural price volatility. Annual
production is the product of crop yield time’s area. Thereby, yield variability as a consequence of
weather related shocks as drought, high temperature, flood, etc. is the main cause for production
shortfalls. Other than that, production variability can arise due to changes in input supply and
variations in area planted. Apart from their own production, most countries are not isolated
from supply shocks from their neighboring countries. Finds this to be a factor for maize price
volatility in Ghana. Further, markets in developing countries are often characterized by incomplete
competition. Show that stockholders always store less if they possess monopoly power. Provide
some evidence that non-competitive storage increases price volatility. Notably, in developing
countries generally large amounts of the production is stored on-farm due to high transaction costs
and low market integration. On-farm storage is associated with higher storage costs and marketing
behavior is different from the classical storage models. Farmers incorporate production, savings,
and consumption in their marketing decision (PARK, 2006). Thus, price dynamics are also largely
driven by individual household decisions.

DEMAND SIDE FACTORS

Higher demand obviously leads to higher prices and could influence volatility. In developing
countries, population and income growth are the main drivers of domestic demand. Apart from
growth variables, changes in taste and preferences can lead to shifts in demand from one commodity
to another. However, these demand side changes are considered as rather long term and irrelevant
for the kind of volatility that is subject of this study. More importantly, spillovers from other food
commodities could have short to medium term effects on commodity prices.

Theoretically, that is caused by substitution and income effect. Hence, a decrease in rice prices
could cause higher or lower demand for other grains. Due to the inelastic supply price changes
of related food commodities could unbalance the supply-demand relationship resulting in price
movements. Unlike global demand, with few exceptions (e.g. Brazil), domestic demand for food
commodities is loosely linked to energy markets and therefore they are unlikely to affect domestic
volatility.

MACROECONOMIC FACTORS

Macroeconomic factors have been identified as important drivers of global prices for agricultural
commodities; most notably, interest rate, inflation, and exchange rate. It is theoretically convincing
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that these factors affect domestic commodity prices as well. Interest rates are an important factor
for the cost of storage. The USD exchange rate plays a crucial role for countries with import
dependency since most contracts in international commodity trade are settled in USD. Thus, an
appreciation/depreciation of the exchange rate has severe impacts on prices Moreover, overall
inflation has an impact on the price trend but also on investment profits. Lastly, in the line of
Amartya Sen, overall political stability and governance effectiveness affect the functioning of
markets and impact price variability.

CONCLUSION

THE WORLD TRADE ORGANIZATION - ASSESSMENT OF ITS LAWS AND
AFGHANISTAN MEMBERSHIP

achieve peace. Afghanistan and other countries need the W.T.O. as we needed its predecessor,
the GATT.

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INTRODUCTION

The Bretton Woods Conference of 1944 proposed creating an International Trade Organization
(I.T.O.) to establish rules and trade regulations between countries. The I.T.O. Charter was agreed
at the U.N. Conference on Trade and Employment in Havana in March 1948 but was blocked by
the U.S. Senate.! Some writers have argued that the failure might have resulted from fears within
the American business community that the I.T.O. could be used to regulate, rather than liberate,
big business.?

Only one element of the I.T.O. survived: The General Agreement on Tariffs and Trade (GATT’s
Replacement, between 1986 and 1994, Uruguay Round of GATT Seven rounds of negotiations
occurred under GATT before the eight round-the Uruguay round concluded in 1995 with the
establishment of the W.T.O. as the GATT negotiations Morocco. Along with 123 Ministers besides
the E.C. countries, India signed the final Act incorporating the English Round of Multilateral trade
negotiations. The Final Act consists of:

(i) The W.T.O. Agreement, which covers the formation of the organization and the rules
governing its working; and

(i1)) The ministerial decisions and declarations contain the important Agreements covering
trade in goods, services, intellectual property, and Plurilateral trade. They also have the dispute
settlement rules and trade policy review system.

The W.T.O. Agreement is, in fact, the Uruguay round agreement whereby the original GATT is
now a part of the W.T.O. Agreement, which came into force on 1 January 1995. So, on January 1,
1995, the W.T.O. came into existence. The GATT principles and agreements were adopted by the
W.T.O., which was charged with administering and extending them. Unlike the GATT, the W.T.O.
has a substantial institutional structure. At the roundtable talks in Uruguay, developed countries
presented what they felt was a way of creating a global trade agreement that would “make the
world a better place to live.”

Most Asian countries who attended the conference signed the agreement but without reading or
understanding the implications for their countries. Some colonized Asian countries were sued to
have signed the agreement based on the fact that colonizers did, while some of the officials signed
after dinner with some business tycoons from the west.*

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AFGHANISTAN’S MEMBERSHIP OF THE WORLD TRADE ORGANIZATION

We are having completed the bulk of the accession formalities'. Afghanistan is scheduled to
become the 35th Least Developed Country* member of the world trade organization. Afghanistan
is a landlocked country, strategically located at the heart of the Silk Road?, which even today can
serve as the “trade and transit hub” of Central Asia and South Asia*. Sustainable economic growth
cannot be achieved without broader integration into the world economy. The Afghanistan National
Development Strategy (ANDS) explicitly recognizes the role of trade for economic development
and highlights Afghanistan’s integration into the world economy as one of the key development
goals for which membership to the WTO is an essential step (ANDS?, 2008). Economic Growth
and Poverty Reduction are the core objectives of ANDS, which places great emphasis on a free
market and private sector-led economy.

Afghanistan joined the WTO on 29 July as its 164th member, after nearly 12 years of negotiating
its accession terms. It has also formally accepted the WTO’s new Trade Facilitation Agreement
(TFA). Afghanistan is the ninth least-developed country (LDC) to accede to the WTO since the
organization’s establishment in 1995°.

Afghanistan’s membership in the world trade organization had been the most crucial and
fundamental strategic objective of Afghanistan. For a post-conflict, landlocked, and least-developed
economy, joining the WTO was perceived as an opportunity to achieve economic stability, improve
regional security and cooperation, alleviate poverty and achieve peace (Rasaw,2017).

After the collapse of the Taliban from power, Afghanistan, with the technical and financial
support of the international community Afghanistan has experienced numerous improvements
across sectors. In the sector of trade and investment, the introduction of the Private Investment Law,
Business Partnership Law and Law on Business Corporations and Limited Liability Companies,
Law on Transit Duty, the establishment of Afghanistan Investment Support Agency (AISA),
Afghanistan Pakistan Transit Trade Agreement (APTTA) and Afghanistan joining the South Asian
Association of Regional Cooperation (SAARC) are some of the prominent examples to be cited
(Nasrat and Tamim Karimi, 2016).

“O‘zbekiston Respublikasi Tashqi iqtisodiy faoliyat milliy banki” ham London fond birjasida
5 yillik 300 million dollarga teng yevroobligatsiyalar muomalaga chiqardi va shu bilan xalgaro
kapital bozorining to‘laqonli ishtirokchisiga aylandi. Yevroobligatsiyalarning emissiyasi
O‘zmilliybank tomonidan Citibank (AQSh), Natixis (Fransiya), SMBC Nikko (Yaponiya) va
Gazprombank (Rossiya) kabi xalgaro miqyosda tan olingan anderrayting banklari bilan birgalikda
amalga oshirildi.

O‘zbekiston Respublikasi Prezidenti Shavkat Mirziyoevning 2020 yil 24 yanvardagi Oliy Majlis
Senati va Qonunchilik palatasiga navbatdagi Murojaatnomasida, bank tizimi va kapital bozorini
yanada rivojlantirish bo‘yicha chora-tadbirlarni amalga oshirish zarurligiga, shu jumladan tijorat
banklari uzoq muddatli investisiyalarni jalb qilish magsadida xalqaro kapital bozoriga chiqishi
zarurligiga alohida e’tibor qaratdilar.

Asosiy qism

Rivojlanayotgan mamlakatlarda banklar odatdagi tijorat bank funksiyalarini bajarishdan
tashqari, mamlakatning iqtisodiy rivojlanishida samarali rol o’ynaydi. Tijorat banklari pulni
yaratmaydilar - bu shunchaki kapital bozorlaridan korxona va muassasalarga pul o’tkazadigan
vositachilar ham deyish mumkin. Banklar o’z pullarini biznesni tekshirish yoki depozit hisobvarag’i,
xizmat ko’rsatish uchun to’lovlar hamda depozit sertifikatlari va bank moliya-tijorat qog’ozlarida
ishlatiladigan akkreditivlar bilan ta’minlangan bank-aktsept-pul bozori vositalarini olish orqali
oladilar. Tijorat banklari bir qator xizmatlarni taklif giladi: xususan loyihalarni moliyalashtirish,
valyuta operatsiyalari, to’lovlarni o’tkazish, chakana bank xizmatlari, kredit berish, depozitlar
jalb qilish, pul ayirboshlash, kartalar ochish va ular bilan bog’liq operatsiyalar. Biroq oxirgi o’n
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yillikdagi shiddatli rivojlanish va innovatsiyalarni barcha tarmoqlarda qo’llanishi, zamonaviy
kompyuter texnologiyalar rivojlanishi, ragamli bank tizimini xalqaro banklarda qo’llanishi,
online banklarning ochilishi va samarali faoliyat yuritayorganligi Respublikamiz banklarining
globallashuv jarayonlarini yanada rivojlantirishni taqazo etmoqda. Aynigsa, hozirgacha
banklarimizning xalgaro moliya bozorlarida yetarlicha faoliyat yurita olmaganligi, bu sohaga
e’tibor qaratish lozimligini anglatadi.

Tijorat banklarisiz xalqaro moliya va import-eksport sanoati mavjud bo’lmaydi. Ular pul
mablag’larini ishonchli o’tkazish va dunyoning turli mamlakatlarida va turli xil madaniyatlari
o’rtasida ishbilarmonlik amaliyotini joriy qilishga imkon beradi. Tijorat banklarining global
tabiati, shuningdek, barcha mamlakatlar mijozlari va kapital bozorlari o’rtasida muhim iqtisodiy
va biznes ma’lumotlarni tarqatishga imkon beradi. Ba’zi bir kichik tijorat banklari mahalliy biznes
hamjamiyatiga qo’shilishni cheklaydi; ammo biznes global miqyosga kirganligi sababli, tijorat
banklari ham rivojlanib bormoqda. Citigroup, Bank of America va Chase kabi yirik banklar chakana
(iste’molchi) banklar bo’lib, ular nafaqat Qo’shma Shtatlarda balki ko’plab mamlakatlarda ham
filiallari bilan to’liq tijorat bank faoliyatini olib boradilar. Ushbu yirik banklar boshqa mamlakatlarda
filiallari mavjud bo’Imagan kichik banklarning filiallari sifatida harakat qilishlari mumkin. Xorijiy
filial banklari orgali AQShda joylashgan transmilliy kompaniyalar butun dunyodagi savdo moliya,
valyuta operatsiyalari, loyiha kreditlari, ish haqi, pul mablag’larini boshqgarish investitsiyalari
va depozit hisobvaraqglari bilan shug’ullanadigan yagona bankda o’z moliyaviy bizneslarini
birlashtirishi mumkin. Moliya bozori deganda moliyaviy aktivlar yaratilgan yoki o’tkaziladigan
bozor tushunilishi mumkin. Pulni real tovarlarga yoki xizmatlarga almashtirishni 0’z ichiga olgan
haqiqiy bitimga nisbatan moliyaviy operatsiya moliyaviy aktivni yaratish yoki o’tkazishni 0’z
ichiga oladi. U davlat qimmatli qog’ozlari, korporativ qimmatli qog’ozlar, valyuta, oltin, gisqa
muddatli moliya yoki pul bozori, kapital bozori va boshga bozorlardan iborat. Turli xil moliyaviy
vositalar bozori birja kabi markazlashtirilgan savdo yoki norasmiy ravishda birja kabi tashkil
qilinishi mumkin.

Ma’lumki, Jahon moliya bozori - bu kapitalga talab va taklif o’rtasidagi normal nisbatga
erishish uchun moliya institutlari orqali bozor ishtirokchilari o’rtasida pul kapitalining yo’nalishini,
to’planishini va gayta tagsimlanishini ta’minlaydigan milliy va xalqaro bozorlar to’plamidir.
Moliya bozorida oldi-sotdi ob’ekti moliyaviy resurslardir. Shu bilan birga, moliya bozorining turli
sohalaridagi operatsiyalari turlicha farqlanadi. Agar kredit bozorida pul oldi sotdi ob’ekti bo’lsa,
fond bozorida, masalan, allagachon yaratilgan yoki kelajakda pul daromadlarini olish huquqlari
sotiladi. Jahon moliya bozori o’zining iqtisodiy mohiyatiga ko’ra ma’lum munosabatlar tizimi
va mamlakatlar, mintaqalar, tarmoqlar va institutsional bo’linmalar o’rtasida raqobat asosida
moliyaviy resurslarni yig’ish va qayta tagsimlashning o’ziga xos mexanizmidir. Ushbu bozor
nafaqat iqtisodiyotdagi pul resurslarini qayta taqsimlash vositasi, shu bilan birga butun igtisodiyot
holatining ko’rsatkichidir.

Xalgaro moliya bozorida hozirda mamlakatlar o’rtasidagi kredit kapitallarining jahon bozori
kanallari bo’ylab harakati kuzatilmoqda. Ularni “issiq pul” deb ham atashadi. Ularni paydo
bo’lishining asosiy sabablari: mamlakatning siyosiy va iqtisodiy beqarorligi, inflyatsiya, to’lov
balansining nomutanosibligi, valyuta inqirozi, mamlakatlardagi valyuta kotirovkalari va foiz
stavkalarining farqi, valyuta chayqovchiliklari. “Issiq pul” manbalari - firmalar, banklar, tashqi
iqtisodiy faoliyat ishtirokchilarining pul kapitali. “Issiq pul” ning to’satdan kirib kelishi va chiqib
ketishi igtisodiyotning beqarorligini kuchaytiradi: tiklanish va o’sish sharoitidagi oqim iqtisodiy
o’sishni va vaziyatning “qizib ketishini” rag’batlantiradi va turg’unlik davrida chiqib ketish -
inqiroz shoklari, inflyatsiya, pul muomalasi va kredit tizimining beqarorligini oshiradi.

Xalgaromoliyabozoriturliolimlartomonidan turlichatalqin etiladi. Masalan, L.N.Krasavinaning
fikriga ko’ra jahon moliya bozorlari keng ma’noda —mamlakatlar orasida pulli kapitallarning
akkumulyatsiyasi va qayta tagsimotini ta’minlovchi bozor munosabatlari sohasidir. Jahon moliya
bozori tor ma’noda , ya’ni qimmatli qog’ozlar bilan operatsiyalar bozoridir.(2007). Shuningdek
Krasavina jahon mollya bozorlarini qator mezonlar bo’yicha va bozor tuzilmasi nuqtai nazaridan
Valyuta bozorlari, sug’urta bozorlari va oltin bozorlariga ajratadi.

Yana bir olim Mixaylov jahon moliya bozorini bajaradigan funksiyasi nuqtai nazaridan
quyidagicha ta’riflaydi:”Xalgaro moliya bozori deganda bank vositalari bozorida pul kapitalini
sub’ektlar o’rtasida qayta tagsimlash va yig’ish bilan bog’liq yo’nalishni ta’minlovchi, xalgaro va
mahalliy bozorlarni 0’zaro uyg’unlashuvi va yig’indisi hamda boshga moliyaviy muassasalar ham
erishish magsadi uchun takror ishlab chiqarish va kapitalga talab va taklif o’rtasidagi me’yoriy
nisbatga erishish deb etirof etilgan. Ushbu olimning qayd etishicha, iqtisodiy mohiyatiga ko’ra,
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jahon moliya bozori —kredit resurslarini raqobat asosida mamlakatlar, mintaqalar, tarmoq]lar,
iqtisodiyot agentliklari orasida qayta tagsimlash hamda yig’ish va to’plashning o’ziga xos
mexanizmi va ma’lum munosabatlar tizimidir.”

S.V.Bajanovning fikriga ko’ra “xalqaro moliya bozori-iqgtisodiy muhit bo’lib , unda ssuda
kapitali erkin muomaladagi valyuta sifatida namoyon bo’ladi. SSuda kapitali harakati fagatgina
erkin muomaladagi valyutada amalga oshiriluvchi mamlakatlarda milliy va xalgaro moliya
bozorlari tushunchalariga mos keladi. Ushbu holatda xalgaro moliya bozori 4 segmentdan, fond
bozori, kredit bozori, valyuta bozori va gimmatbaho metallab bozoridan iborat.

Shuningdek, J.X.Ataniyazov, E.D.Alimardonovlarning “Xalgaro moliya
munosabatlari”’nomli darsligida jahon molia bozorini tarkibi va mazkur bozorga chiqish mexanizmi
to’grisida fikr bildiradi. Xususan, jahon moliya bozori milliy moliya bozori va xalgaro moliya
bozori tarkib topganligini e’tirof etadi. Muallifar, chet el gimmatli qog’ozlar ya’ni mamlakatlarda
yevroobligatsiyalarni xalqaro muomalaga chiqarish orqali yuzaga kelayotgan bozorlar yig’indisiga
asosly e’tiborini qaratadi.(2014). Jahon moliya bozoridasotish uchun chigarilgan moliyaviy aktivlar
jahondagi xalqaro fond bozorlarida kotirovka qilinsa,ular dunyodagi yirik moliya markazlarida
sotiladi. Masalan, London SE, Yaponya SE, Nyu York SE va boshqa yirik moliya markazlarda
xalqaro savdosi tashkil etiladi.

[.V.Peshanskaya tijorat banklarining valyuta bozorifagi operatsiyalarini tadqiq qilgan,
banklarning umumiy faoliyati valyuta operatsiyalarining o’rnini ko’rsatib bergan, banklarni valyuta
nazoratining agentlari sifatida yoritib bergan.(Opranu3arus 1esTeIbHOCTH KOMMEpYECKOro OaHka,
2001)

Fieldstine (2002), Ross, Beck(1999),Canales-Kriljenko(2004) kabi tadqiqotchilar tijorat
banklarining xalqaro moliya bozoridagi operatsiyalari va ularning roli mavzusida o’z ilmiy
ishlarini olib borishgan. Bundan tashqari, Guillen va Tschoegining aytishicha (2008), an’anaviy
banklar yangi raqobatbardosh bozorda yangi moliyaviy mahsulotga bo’lgan dunyo bozoridagi
talabni yanada yaxshiroq qabul qilish uchun o’z faoliyatidagi o’zgarishlarni qabul qgilishlari lozim.

Xulosa

Ta’kidlash joizki, banklarning xalgaro moliya bozorlaridagi operatsiyalari jahon tajribasida
juda jadal rivojlangan. Respublikamiz banklari amaliyotida hozirda juda kam miqdorda ulushga
ega bo’lgan moliya bozorida banklarning ishtirokini ko’rishimiz mumkin. Ushbu muommoni hal
qilishda banklarning xalqaro standartlar talablariga mosligini oshirish, innovatsiyalarni joriy etish
va qimmatli qog’ozlar bozorini rivojlantirish talab etiladi. Bundan tashqari, ushbu bozorda banklar
rolini oshirishga hissa qqo’shuvchi malakali kadrlarni jalb etish va ichki infratuzilmani yaxshilash
maqsadga muvofiqdir.

Kalit so’zlar: Turizm, xalqaro hamkorlik, xavfsizlik, savdo va xalgaro savdo.
Annotatsiya: Ushbu maqolada turizm sohasida xalgaro hamkorlikni tashkil etish shakllari va
ularning xususiyatlari bayon etilgan.

Turizmda xalqaro hamkorlik kengayib, ularning natijasida iqtisodiy munosabatlar rivojlandi.
Xususan, 1925-yilda turizm assotsiyatsiyalarini tashkilot qiladigan rasmiy kongress tuzildi.
Keyinchalik, 1927-yilda rasmiy turistik tashkilotlar xalgaro kongressi va 1930-yilda xalgaro
turistik tashkilotlarning tashkilot giladigan ittifoq tuzildi.

1950-1970-yillarda xalgaro savdoning rivojlanishi natijasida xalgaro turizm hajmining oshish
davriga to'g'ri keldi. Natijada, 1960-yilga kelib, sayyohlar soni 71 mln. nafar kishiga yetdi.

1961-yildan 1970-yilgacha bo’lgan davr turistik biznesning rivojlanish davri bo'lib hisoblana-
di. 1971-yilga kelib, xorijiy sayyohlar soni 168.4 mln. nafar kishiga yetdi. Bu davrdagi rivojlan-
ishga dunyodagi siyosiy muhitning o' zgarishi va xalqaro iqtisodiy munosabatlarning rivojlanishi
sabab bo’ldi.

Turizm sohasida hamkorlik shakllari turlicha bo’lib, u xalgaro ahamiyatga ega. Xususan, bular
quyidagi yo’nalishlar bilan namayon bo’ladi.

- turizm faoliyati sohasida xalqaro hamkorlikni, birinchi navbatda, BMTning butunjahon tur-
izm tashkiloti, xorijiy mamlakatlarning turizm bo'yicha nufuzli xalqaro va milliy tashkilotlari,
ya’ni turizm Xizmatlari mintaqaviy va jahon bozorlarning faol ishtirokchilari bilan hamkorlikni
kengaytirish, O zbekistonning turizm sohasida tartibga soluvchi universal xalqgaro konvensiya va
bitimlardagi ishtiroki, turizm faoliyatining xalqaro va davlatlararo standart va normalari;

- respublikaning barcha mintagalarida zamonaviy jahon standartlariga, turistlarning ehtiyoj va
talablariga javob beradigan turizm industriyasi obyektlarini, ya’ni mehmonhonalar va umumiy
ovqatlanish hamda transport-logistika tuzilmalarini tashkil etish;

- xalqaro turizm rivojlanish tendensiyalari va zamonaviy marketing vositalarining qo’llan-
ilishini hisobiga olgan holda, raqobatbardosh turizm mahsulotlarga bo’lgan xizmatlarni ishlab
chiqarish, uni ichki va xalqaro turizm bozorlarida targ'ibot qilish bo'yicha strategiyani ishlab
chiqarish;

- kadrlarni sifatli tayyorlash tizimini tubdan takomillashtirish, gidlar (ekskursiya yetakchilari)
tayyorlash, turizm faoliyati subyektlari xodimlarini muntazam ravishda qayta tayyorlash va mal-
akasini oshirish;

- xalqaro turizmni rivojlantirishda Yevropa davlatlari tajribasini qo'llab, turistik mahsulotlar
reklamasini samarali va yaxshi yo'lga qo'yish.

Turizmni rivojlantirish uchun shu mamlakat parvozlarini amalga oshiruvchi chiptalari
hamyonbop bo’lishi lozim. Aks holda, mamlakat ichkarisida qanday harakat qilinmasin, tashqa-
ridan sayyohlar O"zbekistonga qanchalik intilmasin, chiptalar narxining yuqoriligi har qanday
sayyohning yo'lida katta to'siq bo’lib turaveradi.

Xalqaro turistik alogalarning jadal rivojlanishi ko'p sonli xalqaro tashkilotlarni tashkil etishga
olib keladi. Bu sohada xalqaro iqtisodiy munosabatlarni yaxshilash va hamkorlik qilishga keng
imkoniyat yaratadi.

Xalqgaro alogalarning rivojlanishi mamlakatning tashqi siyosatiga ham bog'liq bo'ladi. O z-
bekiston Respublikasi Konstitutsiyaning 17-moddasiga asosan, O’zbekiston xalgaro munosa-
batlarning to'la huquqli subyektidir. Uning tashqi siyosati davlatlarning suveren tengligi, kuch
ishlatmaslik yoki kuch bilan tahdid gilmaslik, chegaralarning dahlsizligi, nizolarni tinch yo'l bi-
lan hal etish, boshqa davlatlarning ichki ishlariga aralashmaslik qoidalari va xalgaro huquqgning
umume tirof etilgan boshga qoida va normalariga asoslanadi.

Turizm sohasida xalgaro hamkorlikni amalga oshirish uchun o’zaro hurmat manfaatlar tengli-
gi, o' zaro hamjihatlik va ishonch, ochiqlik va shaffoflik, turistlar xavfsizligini ta'minlash, xavfsiz
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infratuzilmani shakllantirish va biznesning ixtiyoriyligi kabi tamoyillarga rioya qilinadi.

Umuman olganda, turizm sohasida xalgaro hamkorlik quyidagi ko rinishlarda namoyon bo'la-
di:

- jahon iqtisodiyotiga integratsiyalashuv;

- xalgaro mehnat tagsimotining chuqurlashuvi;

- davlatlarning qonunchiligining mukammallashuvi;

- transmilliy korporatsiyalarning rivojlanishi;

- baynamilal iqtisodiy ayirboshlash mexanizmlarning takomillashuvi;

- xalgaro savdo shartlari orqali qiymatning ijtimoylashuvi;

- fan va texnologiyalarning taraqqiyoti.

Istiglol yillarida shakllangan ustoz-shogird tizimi maktab ta’limiga zamonaviy qiyofa beribgina
golmay, maktab ta’limida yuqori pog‘onaga ko‘tarilishning istigbolli porloq yo‘lini belgilab berdi
desak ayni haqiqatni aytgan bo‘lamiz. Iqtisodiyot davlatimizning poydevori bo‘lganligi uchun
bu itqisod fani doirasida faoliyat ko‘rsatayotgan har bir o‘qituvchi bilimdon, zukko, o‘z fanini
yuqori darajada biladigan mutaxassis bo‘lishi talab etiladi. Hech qanday o‘qituvchi bu darajaga
ustoz yordamisiz, ko‘rsatmalarisiz erisha olmaydi.

Mamlakatimizda ta’lim-tarbiya jarayoniga alohida e’tibor berilmoqdaki, bu omil davlatimiz
siyosatida olib borilayotgan jarayonlarning markazida turibdi. Azal-azaldan inson salohiyati
jtimoiyiqtisodiy taraqqiyotning hal qiluvchi omili sanalgan. Jamiyatning hozirgi bosqichi uchun
esa inson omilining sifat jihatidan takomillashib borishi xosdir. «Biz oldimizga ganday vazifa
qo‘ymaylik, ganday muammoni echish zaruriyati tug‘ilmasin, gap oxir-oqibat baribir kadrlarga
borib taqalaveradi. Mubolag‘asiz aytish mumkinki, bizning kelajagimiz, mamlakatimiz- kelajagi
o‘rnimizga kim kelishiga yoki boshqacharoq aytganda, qanday kadrlar tayyorlashga bog‘liqdir».!

Har tomonlama bilimdon, barkamol, yuksak salohiyatli, ma’naviyati boy va dunyoqarashi
keng kadrlarni tayyorlash esa eng avvalo ustozlarga, ularning qobiliyati, mahorati, dars jarayonini
samarali tashkil eta olishiga bog‘liq.

Jamiatning har jihatdan rivoji o‘qituvchi-muallimlarga bog‘liq ekanligi haqidagi qarahlarni
ilgari surgan jadid bobokalonimiz Abdulla Avloniy millatning ma’naviy inqirozga bo‘lishini
tanqid qildi, barchani savodli bo‘lish, zamonaviy fan, madaniyat yutuqlarni egallashga chagqirdi.
Ustozning ushbu pedagogik garashlari bugungi har bir ustoz shogirdning faoliyatida yaqqol
ko‘rinib, ular darslar jarayonida interfaol usullardan foydalanib, axborot kommunikatsiyalarini
puxta o‘rganishga harakat qilib, pirovardi natija o‘quvchilarga bilim berishda ularni har tomonlama
yetuk bo‘lib yetishishlariga omil bo‘lmoqda.

Tahlillar shuni ko‘rsatadiki, inson hayotining moddiy asosini iqtisodiy faoliyat tashkil etadi.
Bu esa har bir kishidan iqtisodiy tafakkurni oshirishni talab etadi. Bozor igtisodiyotiga o‘tilishi bu
talabni yanada kuchaytirmoqda. Shu sababli yoshlarni iqtisodiy fikrlash qobiliyatini shakllantirish
maqsadida umumiy o‘rta ta’lim maktablarida iqtisodiy bilim asoslari fanini o‘rganishga kirishildi.

Ma’limot o°‘rnida aytish mumkinki, o‘rta maxsus va oliy ta’lim tizimida iqtisodiy fanlarning soni
va salmog‘i ham ortib bormoqda. Jumladan, 2019-2020 o‘quv yilida Navoiy davlat pedagogika
institutida iqtisodiy bilim asoslari yo‘nalishing ochilishi fikrimizning tasdig‘idir. Qolaversa, barcha
oliy o‘quv yurtlarida qo‘shimcha ravishda «Soliq va soliqqa tortish», «Kichik biznes va xususiy
tadbirkorlik» fanlari o°qitilmoqda. Endi o‘quvchi va talaba iqtisodiy fikrlashdan tashqari, yana keng
doiradagi iqtisodiy muammolarni mushohada qilishi, tahlil qila olishi, iqtisodiy rivojlanishga baho
bera olishi, bu o‘zgarishga kelajakda nimalar berishni tushunib etishi lozim. Bularning barchasi
igtisodchipedagogning bilimi va pedagogik mahoratiga bog‘liq. Bu yerda gap o‘quv jarayonini
tashkil etishning turli-tuman, zamonaviy usullari to‘g‘risida bormoqda.

Respublikamizda faoliyat yuritayotgan ta’lim muassasalarida mavjud bo‘lgan barcha fanlardagi
singari iqtisodiy fanlarni o°qitishning ham zamonaviy umumpedagogik usullari mavjud. Bundan
tashqari iqtisodiy fanlarning o‘ziga xosligi, murakkabligini hisobga olgan holda, fanga oid darsni
tashkil etish va o‘tishning o°‘ziga xos metodikasi ham mavjud bo‘lib, biz uning bir necha jihatiga
e’tibor qaratmoqchimiz. Birinchidan, iqtisodiyotga oid darslarni tashkil etishda, o‘qituvchi
e’tibor garatishi lozim bo‘lgan asosiy narsa, fanning faktlar, jadvallar, grafiklar, misollar, masala
va mashqlar, formulalarga asoslanganligi sanaladi. Darsning samarasi esa ko‘p jihatdan ulardan
0°‘z o‘rnida foydalanish va ularni tasvirlay olishni taqozo etadi. Demak, bu erda faqat zamonaviy
interfaol usullargina yaxshi natija beradi, xolos.

Ta’kidlash joizki, qotib qolgan tushunchalar emas, balki faktlar iqtisodiyot asosidir. Dars berish
jarayonida matematik formulalardan keragidan ortiqcha foydalanish ham mavzuning qiziqarli va
